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—  FINANCE AND ACCOUNTING — bookkeepers, examiners, cashiers.
— DATA PROCESSING - programmers, computer operators, card punchers,

controllers.

Data on administrative expenditures were derived from the Finance Department’s accounts.
These expenditures were classified on the basis of major budget categories, as is customary in

respect of government departments. These major categories include:

—  PERSONNEL - all direct and indirect expenditure of staff, including salaries, fringe
benefits and also pensions and severance pay.

— ORGANIZATIONAL expenses include all current operational costs, sich as travel pay,
vehicle maintenance, rent, communications, various fees, information services, employee
training, medical commissions, but not the cost of EDP. '

—  ELECTRONIC DATA PROCESSING, although part of organizational expenditure,
constitutes a4 separate category, which includes equipment rental, depreciation of
equipment bought by the Institute, the cost of programming bought and of data
processed outside the Institute. This category does not include expenditure -oh the
Institute’s own EDP staff.

—  MISCELLANEOQUS expenses consist mostly of short term investments, such as the
acquisition of office furniture and equipment, telephone installations, vehicles and
books. '

Note should be taken that administrative expenditures do not include long term investments, such
as the acquisition of land and buildings, or permanent installations in the Institute’s buildings.
These items appear in a separate multi-annual budget, which is approved and carried out in line
with requirements.

The classification of administrative expenditure into major functions constitutes an intermediate
step towards the charging of all expenditures to the separate msurance categories, as required by
law. Reports on expenditure, classified by organizational and budget categories, constitute the

basis for the classification of administrative expenditure by major functions.
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WAGE PER EMPLOYEE POST: Monthly wage-bill divided by the number of employee posts
during the mnonth. Part-time posts and posts filled for only part of the month are counted as
whole posts. The wage per employee post therefore refers to posts as defined above, and not to
full-time monthly posts. The average wage per employee post is thus an underestimate of the
average wage per full-time monthly post.

Because of the changes introduced in population'?, sample, frame, and branch classification,

it is difficult to compare the old and the new series?

As from February 1972, there has been a change in calculating the data of the sample as a result
of alterations in the industrial classification of a number of enterprises. Similarly 2 number of
firms which over the years have become “‘certain”, have been added to the framework. The data

that are being published are linked to the previous series.

The purposé of the changes was to improve the index of this statistical series.

CHAPTER PERSONNEL AND ADMINISTRATION

Data on the National Insurance Institute’s staff are taken from a report by its Manpower Division,

which specifies the approved organizational table of the Institute during the years under discussion

by grade and functional assighment. Temporary employees are not included.

The employees’ classification, according to the uniform and the professional pay scales, was
established in 1964. Beginning with 1969, employees in the professional pay scales are classified

by each separate scale.

Job classification includes the following:

— MANAGEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION -- members of the Directorate, branch
managers, research and statistics, organization and methods, personnel, secretarial staff.

— MAINTENANCE AND SERVICES — maintenance staff, archives, telephone operators.

—  BENEFITS - claims officers and rehabilitation services for all insurance branches.

—  GENERAL CONTRIBUTIONS — regional and local coliection supervisors, insurance
department, external controllers and collectors.

—  CONTRIBUTIONS FROM NON-EMPLOYEES — officers charged with collection from

) non-employees.
— CONTRIBUTIONS FROM EMPLOYERS — officers charged with collection from

employers, examiners.

DATA SOURCES

Data on non-emplioyees are derived from two separate sources. Information concerning the amount
of insurance contribution, classification by collection basis, income and sources of collection were
derived from a sample of non-employees accounts file for 1972/73

Data on debts, by type of m<:ured and populatlon group are based on the balance of accounts
on March 3] each year.

CHAPTER I: WAGE AND EMPLOYMENT

The wage and employment indexes, based on employers’ returns to the National Insurance _
Institute, have been compiled and published since 1961 in cooperation with the Central Bureau
of Statistics!? ; these series have recently been revised. The newly revised series are based on
average 1968 = IOO.b, the previous series being based on January 1965 = 100.0.

The series cover the following data;:

EMPLOYEE POSTS: Number of employees (permanent and temporary) as reported monthly on
National Insurance Form No. 102.

Because the emplayee may be recorded on the forms of several employers. (if he works for more
than one during the same month), this indicator in fact gives the number of posts filled for at
least one day in the month and for which a wage was paid.

The series do not include members of kibbutzim, pupils of vocational schools and domestic

servants,

TOTAL MONTHLY WAGE: All paymenfs made to the employee during the month of the return
(before deduction of income tax, and insurance contributions). Includes: arrears; overtime; bonuses:
dependants allowance, employees’ children’s allowance; low-wage supplements; cost-oi- -living

grant; thirteenth-month salary; travel allowance; technical literature; and convalescence allowance.
Does not include fringe benefits and contributions paid by the employer to occupational pension

funds.

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DEFINITIONS AND METHODS OF COMPUTATION

POTENTIAL CONTRIBUTION: The total of Insurance Contributions due in respect of the last
month, for which reports have been received by March 31 of any given year. If such reports

refer to more than one month, the amount reported has been divided accordingly.

DEFINITE DEBT: The balance due, as carried in the accounts on March 31. Since this balance
for any individual employer may also show a credit, the total shown for any local office is the net,
all debits less all credits.

INDEFINITE DEBT: Also known as “report continuation”, this is the potential contribution,
multiplied by the number of months, up to and including February, for which no report has been

received.

“SYSTEM A DEBT”: The total of employers’ definite debt, plus their indefinite debt.

“SYSTEM B DEBT”: The “System A Debt”, less the employers’ last reported set-offs in respect
of employees’ children’s allowances and cost-of-living grants, multiplied by the number of months
for which reports have not yet been received.

“SYSTEM C DEBT™: Is computed the way the System A Debt is, but without including individual

employers’ credit balances.
NON-EMPLOYEES

The category of “non-employees” includes all persons insured under the terms of the National
Insurance Law who are not wage-earners, and consequently must pay their contributions directly
to the National Insurance Institute. This category consists primarily of three groups:
— Self-employed individuals who work at least 12 hours per week and who have a monthly
income of no iess than IL150.
—  Persons not gainfully employed, but who derive an income from dividends, property
rentals, welfare benefits, students, etc.
—  Voluntarily insured housewives who — although not obligated by' law to do so — insure

themselves under the terms of Old Age and Survivors’ Insurance.

Non-employees pay insurance contributions on the basis of their annual income, as determined in
one of the following manners: '

.~ Assessment by the Income Tax Authorities; in this case, advances are paid in the course
of the year on the basis of assessment for the last year available. Final adjustments after
assessment has been finalized.

—  Declaration by the insured concerning his last year’s income, again subject to adjustment
when a final assessment is made.
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The data on the collection of contributions are obtained from the accounts of the Financial
Division. These accounts are kept on a cash basis; in other words, contributions are recorded upon
their receipt, rather than in respect of the periods to which they refer.

All insurance contributions collected by the Institute are at rates determined by law, which
distinguishes between different types of insured, according to their employment status. The two
main categories are wage earning employees and all others, the non-employees.

EMPLOYEES"
Insurance contributions for wage earning employees are made by their employers, including that
part of the contribution which the employer is entitled to deduct from the wage. Included in this
category are also members of kibbutzim and of cooperatives, participants in Vocational Training
programmes and domestic help.

Contribution payments are computed on the basis of income, as defined for income tax purposes,
with the exclusion of \Employee’s Childrens’ Allowance.

"Not all employees are liable to the same National Insurance contribution. The departures from
the general norm are: '

—  Members of kibbutzim and permanent civil servants do not contribute to the
Reservists’ Compensation Fund.

—  Employees'who are not residents of Israel — from the Administered Territories or from
abroad — participate only in work injury insurance and in employees’ children’s
insurance, and half of the contribution to Maternity Insurance. . .

—  Employees below the age of 18, do not contribute to most insurance branches (Old Age
and Survivors, Maternity, Children’s Disability and Unemployment). Men above 65 {and
women above 60) do not contribute to insurance as such except for that part of
employer’s contribution. -

DATA SOURCES

Data on active “Employers’ File” are derivéd from the statistics on accounts file kept by the
Institute’s different branches. The potential contribution, the current balance of accounts,

‘payments in arrear and the number of employees are derived from the same source,
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Table G/1 shows Unemployment Benefits actually paid to the unemployed. The data in this
Table are recorded according to the date upon which payment was authorised and not according

to the date of actual unemployment.

The data also includes Unemployment Benefits for eligible persons, participating in Vocational
Training Courses, who met the eligibility requirements for such benefits. In such cases, payment

First Claim:
A claim for Unemployment Benefits submitted by the unemployed for the first time within
a period of a year beginning on the determining date. (The determining date: the first day of
“the month in which unemployment began.)

Continuous Claim:
Monthly Notice given by the Labour Exchange to the National 1nsurance‘ Institute indicating
the number of days of unemployment of the claimant in that month. On the basis of that
notice, the Institute continues {0 pay Unemployment Benefits to the claimant until the end
of the year which commenced on the determined date. This Notice constitutes a claim for

continued payment of Unemployment Benefit.

CHAPTER H: CONTRIBUTIONS AND INSURED PERSONS

Data on contributions refer to thg sums collected by the National Insurance Institute in
accordance with the National Insurance Law for the different active branches of insurance (old
age and survivors, work injury, maternity and children), the still inactive branches of insurance
now being established (unemployment and disability), and also to the sums collectéd by the
Institute under the terms of the Reservists’ Compensation Law and of the Civil Defense Regulations
(1970) and under “The Parallel Tax Law” — (Employers Contributions to Sickness Funds).
Several important changes have taken place in this connection in recent years, the most important
of which are:
—~  The maximum monthly income, on which contributions are collected, was increased
in April 1974, from IL1,500 to IL2,500.
—  Contribution rates were also changed at the same time for Unemployment, Maternity
and Large Families. -
—  The collection of “Parallel Tax” began in Aprit 1, 1973.

LOAN - The granting of lodns to persoﬁs entitled to reh{iﬂbilitation and who are not entitled
to disability pension (usua'lly pérsons ofa disability level of 10% 20%).

SPECIAL GRANT - One-time payment given to the injured person if his disability level is
75% or more and is intended to help to maintain a reasonable standard of life (usually for

accommodation or a vehicle).

DATA SOURCES

Data on capitalization, advanced payments, loans and grants are obtained from the rehabilitation
department’s payment orders.

Data on rehabilitation applications were derived from monthly reports received from the local
offices and which were based on the notes of the rehabilitation officer. '

Detailed data of persons rehabilitated by the rehabilitation department were taken from a review

of this subject edited by the Bureau of Research and Planning which refers to the yedrs 197119721,

CHAPTER G: UNEMPLOYMENT. INSURANCE

Unemployment Insurance came into force on 1.1.1973, and the first payments were made in
February 1973, : .

Table A/2 shows all expendlitu;e of the Unemployment Insurance Branch including actual payments -
to the unemployed, as well as expenditure toward preventing unemployment and indemnifying
payments made to the Labour Exchange. Expenditure on unemployment is included in the total
benefits paid by the Institute without any specifications.

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The data on labour force and demographic characteristics of families with children are processed
from the Labour Force Survey of the Central Bureau of Statistics.

CHAPTER F: REHABILITATION

Those entitled to rehabilitation are persons who have suffered a work accident and have been
given a disability level of at least 10% and who are unable to return to their previous work or
other work which they know, and are suitable.in the opinion of the rehabilitation official for
vocational rehabilitation. The entitlement to rehabilitation has been widened to the following
additional groups: . ‘

—  From December 1956, border action victims

—  From July 1970, hostile action victims

—  From July 1970, widows.
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CHAPTER E: CHILDREN

Within the lriirn'ewofk of Family Allowances we included: —

LARGE-FAMILY ALLOWANCE Thls is pand for the third and subsequent child under 18 years

of age.

Since Sepf. 1, 1959 this alloWanee has been paid for the fourth and subsequent child under the nge
of 14. . ” | | |

In 1965 the law was broadened and the allowance is now paid to children under 18 years of age.
Since Aprll l 1967 an allowance has been paid for the third Chlld of non-employees.

Since Oct. 1, 1972 an allowance has also been paid for the third child of employees.

EMPLOYEES’ CHILDREN’S ALLOWANCE: This allowance was paid to employees for the first two

children under 18 years of age, through the employer

Since August 1, 1965 this allowance has been paid to employees for the first three children under
the age of 18. BT

Since Oct. 1 1972 the allowance for the first two children has been paid through the employer and
for the third child through the National Insurance Institute as part of the Large Family Allowance.
SPECIAL LARGE-FAMILY ALLOWANCE: Under the Discharged Soldiers Law.

Since July 1, 1970 this allowance has been paid to families of soldiers for four or more children and
is financed by the Government.

Since Sept 1, 1971 special grants have been paid as a supplement to the Large Family Allowance for
the followmg groups of families: '

—  to families receiving Welfare Assistance — through Government Finance,
—  to families of new immigrants who 1mm1grated after Sept. 1,.1967 through
Jewish Agency Finance.

COMPENSATION FOR COST-OF-LIVING INCREASES: Since April 1, 1973 the Large Family
Allowances have been supplemented as compensation for Cost-of-Living Increases, through
Government Finance.

DATA SOURCES

The financial data are derived from the accounts of the Financial Division. Data on the number of
families who receive allowances for children (Large-Family Allowance, Special Large-Family
Allowance) are processed from files containing details of benefit recipients.

The data on the number of families and children receiving employees’ children’s allowances are
- estimated from total payments.

The average maternity allowance per day and pt;.r beneficiary is the annual average.

Price Index (including fruit and vegetables) for the corresponding fiscal year.

ALLOWANCES AS PER CENT OF AVERAGE WAGE PER EMPLOYEE POST: The calculation

ALIMONY

The “Alimony Law” ensures minimum means of existence to a woman entitled to alimony by
verdict. The law releases women from execution of the judgement and imposes on the National
Insurance Institute the responsibility of collecting the full amount due from the debtor in

accordance with the verdict.

The law is in force as from October 1, 1972.

DATA SOURCES

The financial data are derived from the accounts of the Financial Division. The data for approved

alimony claims are based on the payments’ ledger.

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BORDER AND HOSTILE ACTION CASUALTIES

+

Benefits similar to those for work injury have been paid to persons injured in border and hostile
action. Benefits to border and hostile action casualties are paid to those injured after F ebruary
1949, Payment was made from December 1956. .

These benefits were extended to cover those injured after June 4, 1967 and they are paid from
1970; These benefits are financed by the government.

CHAPTER D: MATERNITY

Maternity insurance provides two forms of benefit. '

MATERNITY GRANT -- paid to every woman giving birth: one part of the grant covers
hospitalisat;’on, while the second part for the purchase of a layette is given in cash.

MATERNITY ALLOWANCE: to the employee or self—employed insured for up to twelve weeks

of maternity leave.

i

Maternity allowance to demobilized soldiers who by reason of their army service have not com-
pleted the gualification period required by law are paid by National Insurance Institute and are
financed by the Ministry of Defence.

The Naﬁbnal Insurance Institute participates in transport expenses to the hospital to women
giving birth who live far from the hospital. .

The payment of maternity grant and maternity allo@ance began in April 1954.

DATA SOURCES ‘ T
The financial data are derived from the accounts of the Financial Division.

Data on maternity. grant and maternity allowance claims are obtained from monthly reports

‘received from the local offices and are based on the material included in the payments’ ledger.

Data on the number of women receiving maternity allowances are processed from files containing
details of the claims and payments to these women during the year.
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NUMBER OF WORK DAYS LOST — workdays which are lost as a result of work accidents,
including accidents which resulted in fatalities. '

— A fatal accident is calculated as 6,000 work days.

—  Total disability is also calculated as 6,000 work days.

—  Partial disability is calculated in accordance with the degree of disability mulitiplied

by 6,000 work days.

It is worth noting that the definitions which relate to permanent or partial disability do not take
into account the fact that many disabled persons with a high degree of disability did not comp]etely.
lose their work capacity and found a place of work after a period of rehabilitation.

In calculating the number of days which are lost, Saturdays and Festivals are taken into account.

FREQUENCY RATE - number of accidents per thousand employees. Since 1970/71, data on the
number of employees have been provided by the Central Bureau of Statistics from its Manpower
Surveys. Changes in the definition of the number of erhployees\has brought about alterations

in the series of frequency.

RE-EVALUATION — as a result of wage increases, in excess of the compensation given by
increases through cost of living supplements, periodical re-evaluations of the pensions are made.

THE AVERAGE PENSION - is the average annual pension paid.

PENSIONS AT 1970 PRICES: the figures are deflated by‘the annual average Consumers Price
Index (including fruit and vegetables) for the corresponding fiscal year.

PENSIONS AS PER CENT OF AVERAGE WAGE PER. EMPLOYEE POST: The calculation is
based on average wage per employee post estimated by the Central Bureau of Statistics from
National Insurance Institute data. C

Average annual wage (for fiscal years) is calculated by splicing the series for the periods 196164,
1965-68; 1968—-70..

CAUSE OF ACCIDENT, NATURE OF INJURY, AND PART CF BODY INJURED: Since
1970—71 the cause of accident, nature of injury, and part of the body injured have been recorded
in accordance with the 1.C.D.A. International medical code thus facilitating greater detail than in

the past.
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GENERAL REMARKS; DEFINITIONS AND
METHODS OF COMPUTATION

The annual figures refer to the fiscal year beginning April 1, of the given year, unless otherwise
stated.

CATEGORIES OF INSURED PERSONS — the population is divided into two categories:
Employee and Self-Employed. . : 7
SelizEmployed — Self-employed persons in commerce or agriculture and persons who do not
employ other salaried persons or employers who work in their own factories
other than for a salary. . .
Employees — Includes all wage-earners and all employees who are not covered by the

definition of self-employed.

The data for the year 1955 refer to employees only. Self-employed first became subject to
insurance in 1957.

The data in the tables relate only to those work-injured whom the Institute compensated or whose
survivors received compensation. The data does not include injuries which the Institute recognised
but for which it did not make any payments (injured persons who were only absent from work for
one or two days)

RISK BRANCH
The risk branch is composed of a number of sub-divisions.

Eight separate risk branches are listed and these are only partially parailel to the main’ economic
branches as defined in the “Standard Industrial Classification of all économiC'Activities 1970”,
of the Central Bureau of Statistics.

For example: Mining and Quarrying is a separate branch for the purposes of the National Insurance
Institute, whereas the uniform classification of economic branches includes Industry (Mining and
Manufacturing) as an economic branch. Another example is the “Services” branch which is treated
as one branch for the purposes of the National Insurance Institute, including all types of services,
whereas in the uniform classification of economic branches in 1970 the services are divided between
the various economic branches in accordance with the particular branches to which the service

is provided.

The annual tables are classified according to the risk branches, since 1970/71 the branch
“Professional Training” has been added.
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CHAPTER C: WORK INJURIES

Work Injuries Insurance entitles the insured who suffers an injury at work to the following benefits
under the National Insurance Law:

INJURY BENEFITS — to the worker who is injured at work and is absent from work for a period
which does not exceed 182 days. '

DISABILITY BENEFIT — for persons injured to whom a temporary or permanent degree of
disability has been determined. Benefits are paid to the person injured in several ways:

— MONTHLY PENSION — for persons injured whose degree of disability is higher than 24%.

—  GRANT - for persons injured whose degree of disability is between 5—24%.

— CONVERSION OF DISABILITY PENSION TO GRANT — persons injured may in certain
circumstances convert the monthly disability pension to a grant the value of which shall
be equal to the capitalised monthly pension.

— .MEDICAL TREATMENT — payment of hospitalisation and medical rehabilitation.

-~ VOCATIONAL AND ECONOMIC REHABILITATION — See Chapter F.

— DEPENDANTS BENEFIT - to the survivors of an insured, who is fatally injured as a

* result of a work accident.

DATA SOURCES

The financial data are derived from the accounts of the Financial Division. Data on the number of
claims for work injuries benefits and the number of applications to medical boards are drawn from
monthly reports sent in from the local offices and based on the material included in the claimants’

ledger.

Data on work injuries are processed from files which contains details of the claim and payments to

the injured persons during the year.

These data related to accidents which occurred in a specific year even if the payment was made in
the following year, whilst the data on the number of claims for benefits for the same year indicate
the total number of claims submitted during that year. The data on disability is processed from the

files which include details of the injured persons from disability claims in the head office.

The data on fatal injuries in work accidents are prepared from claimants’ files for dependants’
pension. These data only relate to those fatally injured whose relatives submitted claims for

pensions from the Institute.
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SUPPLEMENTARY . BENEFITS TO STATUTORY AND-
NON-STATUTORY PENSIONS:

A supplement financed by the government is given to pensioners whose other income does not
exceed the amount of the basic statutory pension. This supplement has béen paid since
April 1, 1965. From April 1, 1971 a related supplementary benefit has been regulated for persons
whose other income does not exceed the amount of the basic pension plus the supplementary
benefit. ‘

The financial data are derived from the accounts of the Financial Division. The data on the various
beneficiaries were processed from files containing details of benefit recipients, and refer to all

pension recipients on March 31.of each year.

The data on claims for old-ége and survivors’ pensions are obtained from monthly reports received
from the local offices and the claimant’s ledger in the head office. The detailed data on rejected
claims for statutory old-age and survivors’ pensions for the year 1969 and 1970 were obtained

from rejection forms.

CHAPTER B: OLD AGE AND SURVIVORS

STATUTORY BENEFITS

OLD-AGE PENSION - this is a flat rate pension paid according to the number of dependants.
In addition to the basic pension, seniority and deferred retirement increments are paid, providing
that the eligibility requirements are met. This pension has been paid since April 1, 1957.

SURVIVOR’S PENSION — This is paid to the insured’s widow and children. This is also a flat-
rate pension paid according to the number of dependants. The basic pension is increased by
seniority increments for those who meet the eligibility requirements. The survivors pension and

grant (for those who are not entitled to receive a pension) have been paid since April 1, 1955.

SPECIAL ORPHANS’ BENEFIT - This is given to orphans who receive a survivors’ or dependants’
pension, whose time in the main is devoted to high-school study. The granting of this pension is

conditional upon a means test.

NONSTATUTORY BENEFITS

The National Insurance Institute pays pensions to old people and survivors not eligible under the
Law. These pensions are financed by the government and the Jewish Agency.

(a) Old-age pensions to veterans and immigrants. This covers several types of beneficiaries of
whom the most important are: Residents who were too old to be covered by the insurance
system on the day the National Insurance Law came into force, or persons who immigrated
before Sept. 1, 1967, and who were at the time of immigration too old to be covered.
Until September 1968 the pensions paid to such persons were known as ‘cld-age grants’

and paid by the Ministry of Welfare.

{b) Benefits to new immigrants and their survivors. These benefits have been paid since

November 1968 to persons who immigrated after Aug. 31, 1967.

The nonstatutory old-age and survivors pensions are a flat rate pensions paid according to the
number of dependants. The rates are similar to those of statutory pensions, and eligibility is

usually conditional on a means test.
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PREFACE

The Statistical Abstract 1973/74 continues the series of Abstracts issued by the Institute, the -
last of which was published in 1971/72. All statistical series found there have been up-dated, to
cover the two year interval.

The present Statistical Abstract has maintained the format of the previous abstract, and continues
all the time series in order to facilitate analysis of the main trends in the development of the Institute
and its services, in comparison to basic indicators in the economy (Average wage per employee post,
Labour force, Gross national product, etc.). New analyses have been added régarding benefits,

(such as Alimony and Unemployment Payments), which have not been paid in the past. The
statistical data in the chapter on Rehabilitation have been expanded, thanks to improvements
introduced in this section as revealed in Special Surveys (see Surveys No. 8 and No. 14) of the
Research and Planning Bureau. We have once more included the results of various surveys on the
geographical distribution of pension recipients by type of settlement and municipal status, and
families in Israel, by the number of children, and by demographic and employment characteristics
of the heads of these families, In addition we have included the results of surveys which have been
carried out in the past two years on the living conditions of old people in chosen communities
and new immigrants who arrived in Israel in the last few years.

Most of the personnel of the Planning and Research Bureau contributed to the preparation of this
Abstract but I should like to mention especially Mr. S. Cohen, who was responsible for gathering

the data Old-Age and Survivors chapters and Rehabilitation, Mrs. H. Keren-Ya’ar (Waldhorn) who
was responsible for gathering the data for the chapters on Maternity and Children Allowances,

Mr. Y. Mutzafi, who was responsible for the preparation of the data for the chapter on Work-Injured,
and Mr. R. Steiner, who was responsible for gathering the data for the chapters on Contributions,
Benefit payments, [nsured persons, Personnel and Administration.
